card and glue ONLY (NO WRITTEN, PRINTED WORDS, & NUMBERS, ETC.) 

____ Free Standing Quilling – Quilled paper strips and glue ONLY; must be completely self-supporting. 

____ Framed Quilling – Quilled paper strips, glue, and backing/matting ONLY (NO BEADS, WIRE, AND PINS, ETC.).  

Entirety CANNOT EXCEED 30” (76.2 cm) on any one side. 

____ Miniature Quilling – Total size MAY NOT EXCEED 4” x 4” x 4” 

____ Quilling and Beyond – The majority of the piece must be quilling. 

____ Quilled Jewelry – Either a single item piece or one set ONLY (A SET IS COUNTED AS ONE ENTRY.)
